e Participates on various Nation work groups.



e Must attend Police Academy and pass the AZ Post Certification.

PHYSICAL REQUIREMENTS:

The employee must occasionally lift and/or move up to fifty (50) pounds. Specific
vision abilities by this job include close vision, distance vision, peripheral vision,
depth perception and ability to adjust focus. The noise level in the environment is
typical of an office setting, where noise levels should be minimal, with occasional
direct response to incident scenes where noise may be extreme. While performing the
duties of this job the employee is required to sit, talk or hear, stand, walk, use hands to
finger, handle or operate objects, tools or controls, and reach with hands and arms.
